Prior to the establishment of the Kwinana Water Recycling Plant
IPM was one of the largest metropolitan users of scheme water.

By using recycled water instead of scheme water, IPM has
reduced its annual scheme water use by around 86%, which is a
saving equivalent to the annual water use of 4804 houses.

In future years IPM intends to continue to use a similar quantity
of recycled water to satisfy BP’s steam demand.
